
The directions/details for the World Cup For Palestine - 7-aside Soccer tournament for Gaza are as follows:

Matches commence 11am this Sunday, Oct 17th, running til 4pm approx

Directions: Enter Marlay Park through the College Road entrance. This can be reached by turning off the new part of Grange Road onto the old part of Grange Road at the Ballinteer St John's GAA Club, then turn right at the junction of Grange Rd, College Rd, opposite Taylor's Grange Pub.Then 500 metres along with park on your right you will reach the entrance. Drive straight downhill along rough track, until you reach second car-park, which is beside the pitches.

Marlay Park/Grange Rd can be reached from M50 coming from the North getting off at Balinteer interchange and then first exit off roundabout to Grange Rd. From South Dublin/N11 via Leopardstown, Sandyford Ind estate & Drumartin link off M50  and onto Grange Rd. from dublin city N81 to Terrenure crossroads, Rathfarnham Rd to Grange Rd. It can also be reached by heading straight up hill from the Ballinteer shopping centre approx 2kms straight through a series of roundabouts until you reach Grange Rd.

16 from city centre goes to Grange Rd/Marlay Pk. 14 takes you to Ballinteer Ave, a few mins walk from Grange Rd entrance to Marlay Park. 48a from Parnell Square - goes every 10 mins and takes you to within a few mins walk of the Grange Road entrance to Marlay Park. 75 from Dun Laoghaire and Tallaght also brings you to the same point 

If you enter the park through the Grange Rd entrance you need to walk across the park, following directions on the map which is located on a display at the car-park entrance. Follow the map directions to the "temporary playground"  and pitches 4 & 5 or just ask in the coffee shop, which is beside Marlay Pk House (big old house). The pitches we are using are beside the playground, where the red X is on this map:
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NB Contrary to previous emails, there will not be a bouncy Castle. Marlay Pk won't allow it. However, there is a really amazing adventure playground right beside the pitches we are playing on. It's one of the best playgrounds I've seen in any public park. Very big and catering for all ages. We will have face-painting and some other games for kids also.
